Mr. Templar
· Introduced budget report
· Mrs. Trimble asked why our fuel prices were so much higher than the average for our area. Mr. Templar said that the Airport Manager, Ron Prestage set the prices and he would discuss the matter with him. 
· Requested the Committee’s assistance in facilitating a breakfast for fly-in pilots on Saturday Oct 10, 2020. We are expecting 75-100 people. Possibility of turning it into a longer event with perhaps live music. Chairman Anderson volunteered to seek catering from Haile St Grill.
· Discussed a possible future fly-in event combined with perhaps a barbeque and car show. The intent is to get the airport active again and bring events and revenue back to the airport.
· Discussed painting the F-4 jet on display next to the terminal building. Chairman Anderson will seek assistance from possibly the Celebrate Freedom Foundation. Vice-Chairman Philpott will also reach out to other groups, possibly the SC Aviation Heritage Foundation. County will provide the cost of materials.

Mr. Van Patten
· The drainage project is near 100% complete. A few surrounding neighbors have raised concerns about their property, but those have been dealt with.
· The runway rehab will be getting started soon. This involves the asphalt and painting. 
· Credit card reader at the gas pumps was struck by lightning and is currently inoperable. Should be rectified within a few days.



Mrs. Trimble
· Raised a question about why the drains in the floor of hanger 4 are welded shut. This is causing problems with some of the aircraft stored there. No one present was aware of this nor when this would have taken place. Due to the age of the hanger it could have been that way for years. 

Chairman Anderson 
· Announced the resignation of Committee member Jerry Alexander, received via email prior to the meeting. Encouraged the members to seek out anyone who may be interested in serving.
· We are waiting on clarification on when each member’s term expires, based on the reformation of the Advisory Committee.

Members and County personnel brainstormed on ideas to enhance the airport, bring in other businesses, and use the airport to promote the economic development of Kershaw County.
