Call to Order

Approval of Minutes
Henry Walker made a motion that the minutes of the December 12, 2016 regular meeting be approved.
The motion was seconded by Curtis Blackmon, and all voted in favor.

Site Plan Review of new Wateree Elementary School — 424 Wildwood Lane, Lugoff

In giving his staff report, Michael Conley informed the Commission that for the last 40-50 years this
property has been used as an elementary school. It is Staff’s understanding that the use will remain the
same with the proposed redevelopment of the existing school property. The project complies with the
County’s Future Land Use Map. It meets the land use objectives, and the institutional use coordinates
the County’s growth, potential impact on the Comprehensive Plan, community facilities, utilities, and
is in unison with adjacent land uses. The submitted site plan was reviewed and meets the zoning
setback requirements. The landscape plan was not submitted. Staff envisions some minor adjustments
to the landscape plan, but all submissions will be required to meet the Ordinance. The parking plan
submitted meets the County’s minimum standards. Staff does have some concerns with the traffic
patterns in the site plan. SCDOT will require a new curb cut permit. Staff recommends that the site
plan submitted be approved contingent upon approval by Kershaw County Engineer, Kershaw County
Building Official, Lugoff Fire Department, and Kershaw County Planning and Zoning. After a brief
discussion Henry Walker made a motion to approve the site plan contingent upon approval by the
County Engineer, Building Official, Fire Department and Planning and Zoning. Curtis Blackmon
seconded the motion, and all voted in favor.

Site Plan Review of new Lugoff Elementary School — 994 Ridgeway Road, Lugoff

Mr. Conley informed the Commission that for the last 40-50 years this property has been used as an
elementary school. It is Staff’s understanding that the use will remain the same. The project complies
with the County’s Future Land Use Map. It meets the land use objectives, and the institutional use
coordinates the County’s growth regarding potential impact on the Comprehensive Plan, community
facilities, utilities, and is in unison with adjacent land uses. The submitted site plan was reviewed and
meets the zoning setback requirements. The landscape plan was not submitted. Staff envisions some
minor adjustments to the landscape plan, but all submissions will be required to meet the Ordinance.
