Background Summary 
 

The proposed project is located on approximately 9.30 acres and is located along Pine Grove 
Road. The existing Pine Grove Baptist Church facility is approximately 24,000 square feet in 
size. The proposed extent of disturbed area is 1.4 acres. The proposed project consists of a 
9,900 square foot multi-purpose facility/family center. This project also includes the resurfacing 
and reconfiguration of existing parking facilities, the addition of a new 62 space parking facility, 
and a stormwater detention basin. 
 
Two full ingress/egress points are prior existing with both being located along Pine Grove Road. 
A Traffic Management Plan is required for any Major Group Developments which are 
commercial, industrial or institutional in nature, therefore a Traffic Management Plan (TMP) is 
required, however as Pine Grove Baptist Church has been an established institution in the 
community, the addition of this new multi-purpose facility should not generate a substantial 
change in the traffic patterns of the area. A Traffic Management Plan was not provided by the 
applicant due to it not being required/requested by the Planning and Zoning Department. 
 
Per the ZLDR Table 3-3 for Religious Organizations, a total of 1 parking spaces per 4 seats, 
including a minimum of one handicapped accessible space are to be provided. As the proposed 
project is a multi-purpose facility addition, the parking spaces are to be determined by individual 
review. A total of 123 parking spaces including the new 62 additional parking spaces are shown 
in the sketch plan. ADA parking spaces are not shown in the sketch plan, but will be addressed 
during the construction plans review phase.  
 
The property is served by individual septic tank systems. Water is to be provided by a water 
main extension into the Lugoff-Elgin Water Authority existing system. Fairfield Electric is the 
power provider service.

Street Classification: Current Level of Service: 
Rural Collector: The function of rural 
collector roads is to service intracounty travel 
needs and collect traffic flow from the rural 
local roads to the rural arterials and to 
distribute traffic flow from arterials back to the 
local roads. 

Pine Grove Road is a two lane, undivided, 
rural collector road with no posted speed 
limit. Based upon SCDOT data, 1,300 
vehicles per day traveled along Pine Grove 
Rd (S-36) in 2024 at a count station located 
north of the Pine Grove Road and Horsehead 
Road intersection approximately 0.5 miles 
from the subject property. 
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Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Framework Map Considerations 
​
The proposed project is located in an area designated by the Comprehensive Plan and Land 
Use Framework Map as Suburban Growth Area. 
 
Suburban Growth Area - Suburban Growth Areas include suburban style development, 
featuring both existing and emerging subdivisions. Infrastructure, services, and connections to 
state roads via direct routes are available in these areas, which offer the potential for easy 
expansion in the future. Subdivisions with medium-density residential developments are 
encouraged within the Suburban Growth Area, along with mitigation strategies and conservation 
design to address environmental concerns such as floodplains, slopes, and tree cover. 
Commercial development is encouraged around established transportation nodes to provide 
easy access to essential services and amenities. Manufacturing and industrial development are 
generally discouraged as these uses conflict with the suburban character of the area but may be 
acceptable at certain locations. The development of community parks, trails, and recreational 
facilities should complement the suburban lifestyle. Similarly, institutional uses, such as schools, 
libraries, and community centers, should be centrally located to function as anchors in their local 
communities.  
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Impact Assessments: 
ZLDR section 5:2.9-3 requires staff to contact service providers to give them the opportunity to 
comment on any impacts the proposed project will have on services they provide to the project 
area. Per 5:3.9-3 service providers were sent an impact assessment letter. Two responses were 
received and have been attached with this staff report. 
 
Review Process 
Site Design (5:3.2-1):  
The Zoning and Land Development Regulations states that “The purpose of design and 
improvement standards is to create functional and attractive developments and to minimize 
adverse impacts.” Site design generally shall take the following into consideration:  

A.​ To preserve any natural features on the site;  
B.​ To avoid areas of environmental sensitivity;  
C.​ To minimize impacts and alteration of natural features;  
D.​ To avoid adversely affecting groundwater and aquifer recharge;  
E.​ To reduce cut and fill;  
F.​ To avoid unnecessary impervious cover;  
G.​ To prevent flooding  
H.​ To provide adequate access to lots and sites; and  
I.​ To mitigate adverse effects of noise, odor, traffic, drainage, and utilities.  

 
Traffic Management Plan (5:2.8):  
The Zoning and Land Development Regulations states that “A traffic management plan may be 
required in an application for: B. Major Group Developments which are: 1. A commercial, 
industrial or institutional major group development.” The determination of a need for requiring a 
Traffic Management Plan was made in accordance with Section 5:2.8-2. 
 
As Pine Grove Baptist Church has been an established institution in the community, the addition 
of this new multi-purpose facility should not generate a substantial change in the traffic patterns 
of the area. A Traffic Management Plan was not provided by the applicant due to it not being 
required/requested by the Planning and Zoning Department. 
 
Landscape Buffer (3:5.1-5):  
A proposed landscaping plan and buffer has not been provided on the sketch plan. The 
perimeter landscape buffers and interior landscaping will be further evaluated at the time of 
construction document submission which will include a tree survey and detailed planting 
schedule.

If the Planning Commission decides to approve of this subdivision proposal, staff encourages 
the Planning Commission to include the following conditions of approval:  
 

1.​ The documents included with and attached to the January 12, 2026 staff report are 
incorporated as part of the conditions of approval and shall be referenced during the 
review and approval of the construction documents. ​ ​
 

2.​ The construction documents, preliminary, and final plats must meet all appropriate 
requirements, as reviewed by staff, and found complete per ZLDR 5:2.4. ​
 

3.​ Copies of all required permits for any land disturbance, stormwater, water, septic tank, 
and SCDOT encroachment approvals shall be submitted prior to final approval of 
construction documents by Kershaw County. ​
 

4.​ Any street / site lighting and a detailed landscaping plan shall be shown on the 
construction drawings.​
 

5.​ No construction activities or phased land clearing may begin until the construction 
document stage of subdivision review has been completed and all applicable permits 
obtained. ​
 

6.​ If the applicant proposes significant changes to the approved sketch plan design such 
as, but not limited to, access and circulation, design and layout of the proposed project, 
open space alterations, and impact to environmental features, additional review and 
approval by the Planning Commission may be required. ​
 

7.​ Note, this project has a vested right to proceed with development as described in the 
original approval/plan for two years from the date of the approval. At the end of the two 
years, if construction has not begun, the project applicant will need to apply for a 
one-year extension. No greater than 5 one-year extensions may be granted. Therefore, 
the project can vest for a period of 7 years (2 years on initial site plan approval plus 5 x 
1-year extensions). Reference: SC State Code Section 6-29-1560
